Our policy is to seek to purchase goods and services that have the least negative impact on the environment and which are produced and delivered without exploitation of people. 

When it comes to making a purchasing decision for products we consider whether goods are made from renewable sources (FSC / PEFC), whether items are made from recycled and recyclable material actively encouraging where possible that the highest level or recycled material is used without impacting on the products functionality.  

As a company CMS look to use low energy, longer lasting light bulbs, rechargeable equipment, and materials that have a lower impact on the environment. All employees are encouraged to recycle paper, plastics and cardboard. 

CMS, have enlisted the assistance and advise of the Environment agency, subsequently CMS acknowledging our CSR (Corporate Social Responsibility) and therefore the responsibility for the impact of the organization's activities on customers, employees, shareholders, communities and the environment in all aspects of our operations, have joined the Compliancy Scheme called Paperpak to address our packaging impacts on the environment. Paperpak recover materials that may have once gone to landfill and recycle them on our behalf.  
These are thought processes that come naturally.  The best environmental option isn’t always feasible but, by having asked the question, we push manufacturers and suppliers to provide what the consumer wants.
